One, | have
already contacted the Players Association to confirm if this report is true. | have just
been told that the report is true. Based on the way | have lived my life, | am surprised to
learn | tested positive. Two, | will find out what | tested positive for. And, three, based
on whatever I learn, I will share this information with my club and the public. You know
me - | will not hide and I will not make excuses.
